Roles in Supporting Distance Learning

Students will effectively participate in E-Learning days by:

· Engaging in E-learning activities being offered by their teachers.

· Attending all courses at the scheduled time whenever possible.

· Ensuring that they know the usernames and passwords for instructional resources.

· Utilizing “breaks” in the day by completing assigned works.

· Notifying teachers/administration of technology difficulties immediately (obtaining parent verification if required)

· Communicating with teachers throughout all class periods.

· Collaboratively engaging in group projects and tasks.

· Adhering to all school policies regarding respectfulness, integrity, and responsibility.


Families will effectively participate in E-Learning days by:

· Assuring that a device and internet access are available at home (notify administration to indicate the need for a device and/or internet access for at-home use if needed).

· Ensuring that they are monitoring school communication for up-to-date information regarding school closures & instructional continuation plans.

· Encouraging their students' participation in flexible and ELearning content.

· Ensuring that they know their students' usernames and passwords for instructional resources that are accessible via the District portal and/or this website.

· Communicating frequently with teachers about all issues regarding their students.
· Ensuring that they know their own password for the ThinkWave online gradebook and monitoring their students’ grades regularly.

· Reviewing students’ assignments and ensuring that homework is completed in a timely manner.
Teachers will effectively participate in E-Learning days by:

· Providing broadcasted lessons, instructional resources and student materials through digital learning means such as YouTube and Microsoft Teams.

· Beginning all class broadcasts on time, and communicating with students for the duration of the class period.

· Providing detailed lesson plans to families and students before the start of each online learning week. Plans will outline all assignments for the week.
· Ensuring that they are monitoring school communication for up to-date information regarding school closures & instructional continuation plans.

· Providing timely feedback on the Thinkwave Gradebook.
· Communicating frequently with families about all issues regarding their students.

· Participating in group professional learning and attending virtual learning sessions intended to support distance learning.

· Abiding by all contractually stipulated duties and professional conduct if applicable to online learning.

Supporting Distance Learning for ESE, 504, and ESOL Students

ESE/504

· General education teachers will collaborate with ESE service providers in their Microsoft Teams classrooms. ESE service providers will support the students using Microsoft Teams video chat communication.

· Students continue to participate in all general education activities.

· Our ESE teacher will maintain on-going communication with students and parents/caregivers, support student participation in core subjects, target skills per IEP goals, and maintain records of all Support Facilitation with Support Facilitation Logs.

· Students will continue to receive all accommodations to the extent possible including, but not limited to extended time for assignments, videos with captioning or embedded sign language interpreting, accessible reading materials, and many speech or language services through video conferencing.

· ESE teacher will continue to document data-based present levels of performance in IEP goals.
· IEP/504 meetings will be held via video conferencing technology if all members of the IEP team are able to participate.

ESOL

· General education teachers will collaborate with ESOL service providers in their Microsoft Teams classrooms. ESOL service providers will support the students using Microsoft Teams video chat communication.

· We will continue to monitor ELL technology platforms such as Imagine Learning.

· ESOL teachers will make sure that students receive their accommodations (i.e. show them how to have the computer read items aloud, provide the extended time allowed for assignments, etc.) to the extent possible.

· Students continue to participate in all general education activities. ESOL strategies and language supports are included in as many lessons as possible.

· We will be contacting parents/families/students who may need additional support throughout this process.
Broadcast Schedules
· Teacher-led instruction will be broadcasted live during the first 10-15 minutes of the scheduled class time.

· For the remaining 20-30 minutes of the class period, teachers will continue to communicate with students and parents via Microsoft Teams instant messaging and video chat. During this time, teachers will check for understanding and answer all questions. 
· Teachers will take attendance at the start of each class period. However, should a student not be able to attend a class at its scheduled time, the students’ parent/guardian should notify the teacher. The student will be marked present once all assignments from that class period are completed, submitted and reviewed.
